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Reunion with heroes from Jøssingjford

When NRK2 television on 9th April showed photographs taken by the Germans themselves during the war in Norway, it all started with the Cossack’s attack on the Altmark in February, 1940.

Local historian Finn Nesvold of Sokndal has since the 60th anniversary of the action, kept in touch with The HMS Cossack Association, an association of the Friends of Cossack.

There are now just two remaining crew members from the ship alive today who took part in the attack at the head of Jøssingfjord which had such an impact on Norway’s history.

At this year’s Cossack Reunion, which was held in Worthing in Southern England, no less than 95 members of the Association attended. Nesvold, who was the main speaker, says that the links with Sokndal and Norway remain strong and that a major celebration of the 70th anniversary is planned in 2010.
