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 I attach a copy of a photograph of Wilf Summerfield, as groom, taken on his wedding day, with his bride, Peggy. My mother is the female child seated on the left hand side of the photo. My mother seems to think the emblem on Wilf’s sleeve was related to his period of service as a submariner during World War 2 also. 
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My mother stated that the photograph is believed to be of prisoners of war from the 2nd World War, from the Altmark, and was originally a photo belonging to a relative of hers called Wilf Summerfield (Sommerfield?), who was from the Billingham / Middlesbrough area of Cleveland and served on HMS Cossack at the time of the Altmark incident. He is also believed to have served on British submarines during the war period. The persons in the photograph are believed to have been from the Altmark. I have photographs of Wilfred in his naval uniform (unfortunately this is at my mothers address and i have not checked to see if there is a ship name on his cap)
