My late father told me stories of the COSSACK when i was younger. I am trying to find some information on his naval careers believe he served on the COSSACK at some time during WW2.His name was Warwick Shakespeare and was born in CESSNOCK NSW AUSTRALIA.I believe his rank was that of a lieutenant RANVR.This may be along shot but if the association has any information i would love to hear from you. COLLINGWOOD was a shore training establishment, and he was probably there on a course.
VICTORY, in two cases, should probably read VICTORY (COSSACK). As with TYNE, he would have been serving in COSSACK but pay accounts, etc. would have been held by a depot ship. VICTORY was the main barracks at Portsmouth and they had a special pay office for ships not carrying their own accounts. TYNE was a destroyer depot ship and would have done the same. In May COSSACK was doing convoy work out of the Clyde and down to Gibraltar, etc. so it is probable that the TYNE was in the Clyde. If in fact he was in COSSACK during those two periods shown as VICTORY, the end date of the second period is the same as given for those who survived the sinking (COSSACK was torpedoed on 23.10.41 but the wreckage remained afloat until 26.10.41)
I think KING ALFRED was another shore establishment but I am afraid that I can't tell you anything about the others. I will try to find out and, if successful will let you know.

Thanks for your email regarding the Dinosaur. According to my fathers naval record he was promoted to the rank of sub lieutenant on the 22/ 01/42 while on or at King Alfred then went on to the Dinosaur on the 6/4/42. Something happened on the Dinosaur and he was tried by a disciplinary court, proved guilty and dismissed his ship and severely reprimanded. There are reference numbers (482/214/1598) I am not sure if i can reference these in Australia or not. He was promoted to lieutenant 22/01/43.When he served on the Cossack he was an ordinary seaman.
